Transportation SAFETY (30-45min)
Teacher notes: read aloud each set of questions 1-7, have students put responses on paper. Then have them research the answers. When students find answers they need to record the url(website) from which they find their answers and record/modify answers to rules. Question 7 is to have them determine reasons: financial costs and environmental cost for using mass transit. It is also helpful to let students play with maps.google.com, use the street view, see the front of their school and house, before advancing from to task 2.
